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A n  Interview with Archie Griffin

Archie Griffin is an Ohio State
icon. His accomplishments on
the football field are
extraordinary. They include
being a two-time Heisman
trophy winner, three-time All-
American, two-time Big Ten
Most Valuable Player, first-
round draft pick and member of
several Halls of Fame. Now
President and CEO of The
Ohio State Alumni Association,
he says Ohio State gave him the
tools he needed to be a leader
and succeed in life long after his
playing days were over. I had
the honor of asking Griffin
about his football career, his life
in Ohio, and his position with
university.

Much of Griffin’s life has been
spent in Ohio. He was born at
Ohio State University Hospital
and says that although he
doesn’t know for sure, he thinks
he had a room with a view of
the stadium. He grew up
listening to Ohio State Football
games on WVKO radio. After
playing running back for the
then Eastmoor High School
and the Buckeyes he was
fortunate enough to be drafted
by the Bengals. “It was truly a
special thing,” he says because
he had the chance to play with
his brother, Raymond, and
some of his Ohio State
teammates. Later after leaving
the NFL he returned home.
“That is when I really started to
learn that Buckeyes take care of
each other.”

Griffin has been President and
CEO of the Alumni Association
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since 2004. He is very excited
about the direction the
organization has taken. The
goal is to provide more useful
benefits to existing members so
that the organization will be
better able to attract new
membership.  “In the interim,
though, we are trying to be
more aggressive in marketing
our organization and letting
people know that we are more
than just an outlet to get a pair
of face-value football tickets.”

One of the things Griffin enjoys
most about his current position
is interacting with other
Buckeyes. He had the
opportunity to interact with
Austin Buckeyes when he came
down for the Texas game a few
years ago. “It was great to see
that area [6th Street] turn into
Buckeye Central.” On that trip
he was also impressed by the
hospitality the people of Austin
showed the Buckeyes.

The Alumni Association offers
opportunities for service so I
asked Griffin how someone in

Austin can get involved. He says
becoming a member of the
Austin Alumni Club is the most
important thing, but that people
should take initiative. “I have a
firm belief that Ohio State
graduates come out of
Columbus with the tools to be
leaders.”

Griffin himself has been a
leader in the area of service. In
addition to being a member of
several charitable organizations
and starting the Archie Griffin
Scholarship fund, he and his
wife Bonita founded the Archie
and Bonita Griffin Foundation
Fund. It funds sports,
educational and travel
programs for central Ohio
children. He says his inspiration
was Woody Hayes. “Woody
was constantly preaching the
importance of paying forward
to make certain that future
generations have more and
better opportunities than we do.
I watched him practice it.”

Being a community leader and
leading the Alumni Association
keeps Griffin busy. I asked him
how he balances that with his
family life. He says his family
comes first. He relies on his
strong faith in God but says, “in
terms of day to day balance, I
firmly believe in having a good
plan and executing that plan.”
And he still finds time to golf.

Knowing that Griffin has
answered many questions over
the years about his football
days, I wondered if Griffin’s
perspective had changed with

the passage of time and the re-
telling of stories. His first two
games at Ohio State are still the
ones that stand out the most. In
the first, he fumbled on his first-
ever collegiate carry and in the
second, he got a second chance
and rushed for record yardage
again North Carolina. “Those
two games are significant
because they illustrate the
importance of overcoming
obstacles and getting up after
you’ve fallen down.” Now,
however, he knows he couldn’t
have done it on his own. There
were people that helped him
accomplish what he did and he
appreciates it. We do too.

Bob Hankins moved to Texas
in 1983 and has been involved
in the Alumni Club since the
beginning.

With any luck he
will make the decision to
become a Buckeye and not go
to the School up North nor
Penn State.

The ubiquitous “southern
speed” was addressed as Ohio
State landed several highly
rated defensive players from
south of the Mason/Dixon line.

Comprised mostly of four-star
players, this class appears to
have all the makings of the
stalwart defense we have come
to expect from Ohio State in
recent years. Etienne Sabino
played a great deal at the Army
HS All-America game and it
was evident that he was one of
the best defensive players on the
filed. He may be one of the
fastest linebackers to come to
Ohio State and has an uncanny
ability to get to the ball.

Coach Therese Hession has been the head Women’s Golf
Coach at Ohio State for 17 years and led the Buckeyes to seven
Big Ten titles including four of the last six. She has also taken
the team to ten NCAA championships appearances.  The
Coach has been named Big Ten Coach of the year an
impressive six times (1993, 1997, 1999, 2002, 2003 and 2005).
She is a graduate of Southern Methodist University where she
led the Mustangs to a National Championship in 1979 and
earned “All-American” status as well. She also competed on the
LPGA tour for 11 years.

In the hopes of providing the club a little more information
about her and the team Coach Hession graciously answered a
few questions for us. Also, one of the team members this year is
a transfer from Portland State and a product of the Austin area.
Haley Brown went to Westlake High and also answered a few
questions for us.

Coach Hession –

Q: Your bio lists numerous accomplishments in your years as
Ohio State’s head women’s golf coach. If you had to extract
one thing from that list that you feel is your greatest, what
would it be and why?

A: My greatest accomplishment as a coach was
finishing 4th at the NCAA Championship at Purdue in
2003.  At the time it tied the best finish ever by a Big
Ten team in the history of the championship!  It is a
real accomplishment for a Northern team amongst
mostly southern teams of the field.

Q: Do you face any significant challenges at Ohio State that
warm climate schools do not face such as the ability to practice
or play year round on your home course? Does that effect
recruiting?

A: I think the weather is our greatest challenge.  It is
difficult to hit indoors and then go out and compete
with teams who have been on grass for 4 months!
Most of the highest ranked players focus on attending
universities that offer year round golf outside.  It is
definitely the toughest part of my job!

Q: Your roster lists a couple players from overseas, is there a
larger recruiting base of foreign players that see Ohio State as a
viable place to develop their golf and educational careers?

A: Many international students are looking for
opportunities to compete in the US.  Our program is very
established in the world of collegiate golf and the university
supports our many sports programs.  It is respected as a
place where international students can develop their games
and get a great education at the same time.

Q: For our Alumni that may not know too much about the
program, how does Ohio State rank as far as a power in the Big
Ten/nationally?

A: In the past ten years we have won the Big Ten
Championship 5 times and competed in the NCAA
Championship (top 10% in the country) 8 times.
Currently we are ranked 4th in the conference.

Q: In looking at the team’s website it appears as if the season is
split between the fall and the spring. Can you explain how your
season is played out and if it is difficult to maintain preparation
and continuity in the program during the time off?

A: We do compete in the fall as well as the
Championship segment in the spring.  The fall gives
us the opportunity to feel things out and see what we
need to work on over the winter months.  We are now
beginning to gear up for our championship segment,
which is April and May.  We are anxious to get some
good practice in while in Austin and carry it forward
into our spring season at home.

Q: Has the team played in the Betsy Rawls’ Invitational in the
past? Do you look forward to coming to Austin and
participating in the event?

A: We have only competed in the Betsy Rawls one
time in the past 17 years that I have coached.  I did
have the opportunity to compete in it myself as a
player at SMU.  One year, I believe it was in 1979, I
was fortunate enough to win it as an individual.  I
have very fond memories of Austin, and hope that one
of our players can do the same!

Q: How often do you encounter Alumni groups in the cities in
which you play?

A: We have never really been fortunate to have a
group prepare a function for us so it will be a lot of
fun!  Of course we hear a lot of O-H’s everywhere we
go and the team just loves yelling I-O back!
