Service Project:  Following discussion, the board expressed interest in considering a service project to support the St. Francis Service Dogs, Inc.  Mark Finkler is on the board.  Mark, John Hines and Suzi Peters will meet with the group’s development director to consider possibilities for an October event.

Alumni Leaders Conference  is in Columbus 10/30/09 on weekend of New Mexico State game.  John Hines and Mark Finkler are already planning to attend.
