Board Meeting Minutes

1/14/10

The OSU  Alumni Club of SW VA held a board meeting at the Hotel Roanoke on 1/14/10 at 5:45 pm.  

Attendees:  John Hines, Dennis Ahern, Ralph Brush, Mark Finkler, Randy McFarland, Suzi Peters, Karl Vandegriff, Gary Walton, Bob Williams, and Bill Harlor.

John Hines opened the meeting.

Secretary’s report:  Minutes from the  7/27/09 meeting were approved.

Treasurer’s report:  Profit/loss statement for 2009 reflects $2,950 revenue and $2,186 expenses for a $764 net income.  Raffle income to support the scholarship fund netted $857.  It was moved and approved to transfer $1,400 to our current use account for scholarship funds.

Basketball game watch:  Randy McFarland will review schedule for possibilities.

Newsletter:  Bill will work to develop a newsletter for mailing to club membership by mid February with a dues statement for 2010 enclosed.   A 30 day F/U from the mailing will be done via email  to provide a second notice to those not yet remitting dues.  The newsletter will highlight the annual meeting/Archie’s visit, President’s letter, Gary Walton as Best Buckeye, scholarship info, value in dues,  a brief summary of the back to school event, college/football fair, football game watches,  and Finkler’s Alaska trip.  Karl will try to make newsletter copies to save cost.

St. Francis Service Dogs Inc. Project:  Moved and approved to adopt SFSDI as our service project for 2010.  Moved and approved to allocate up to $1,000 to be used as needed for the project.  We will apply for a diversity grant through the Alumni Association to support the project due to efforts to help the handicapped.  Finally, the physical work needed to help St. Francis can start as early as the next week re cleaning, painting, etc., and Mark Finkler will advise details as available.

Fall football game:  John Hines will check with the Alumni Assn. regarding the procedures to get a block of tickets.  Our priority would be Miami first and Marshall second.

Scholarship Applicants:  Mark updated the board re pursuit of applications and the progress toward choosing our 2010 winners to be announced at the Annual Meeting on 5/5.  So far we have 2 past winners, Whitney Walton and Megan Day, as our considerations as well as 3 other potential applicants.  

The value of enhancing the website, to better attract tech savvy current generation students to pursue our scholarships, was discussed.  

Annual Meeting with Archie Griffin at the oHHH  sdfklfsdlk;fdsl; Hotel Roanoke on 5/5:  Generally agreed the meeting will be a meet/greet format with heavy hors d’oeuvres.  General meeting items: Archie Griffin football raffle and table scholarship donation buckets to attract scholarship funds, $25 per/$45 couple charge to attend, business meeting,  and 2010 scholarship awards.  Decision on openness of meeting to general public is pending John Hines’ discussions with the Alumni Assn/athletic dept.  Bill will pursue mailing from Alumni Assn to invite all 700 + alumni in our area to the event.
